A classic elegant Prosecco with tiny bubbles, a palate of fresh green apple and a long, crisp finish.

Pinot Nero Rose-Ruggeri             £30.00
Medium bodied and dry, with ripe cranberry fruit intensity that balances the bubbles and the crisp 
finish beautifully.

NV Nomine Renard Brut            £35.00
This brut packs in extra flavours & dimensions. A lush, full, inviting style that features ample flavours of pineapple, 
vanilla & cream conveyed in a velvety effervescence, with a lingering, creamy finish.

Moët & Chandon Ice Imperial                £10.00 £60.00
A new fresh, intense and refreshing way of experiencing champagne served over ice. Perfect to enjoy on a warm, sunny day.

Grand Brut, Perrier Jouët             £45.00
Full, rich flavours of brioche, butter and shortbread all in superb balance, with persistent, lively bubbles and a long, dry finish.

NV Special Cuvée, Bollinger            £60.00
Rich, toasty and full bodied, with wonderful concentration and depth of flavour.

NV Brut Imperial, Moët et Chandon             £65.00
A well balanced assemblage of three vine varieties. This clean Champagne is elegant, harmonious, fresh and supple.

Belle Epoque, Perrier Jouët                        £120.00
An initial lively freshness leads to rounded palate that displays notes of honey, vanilla and short bread right through the long, 
long finish. Truly inspiring.

NV Grande Cuvée, Krug                             £140.00
Undoubtedly the King of Champagne; rich and complex with a toasty, nutty character, fresh lemony acidity and the finest, most 
delicate bubbles imaginable.

NV Nomine Renard Rosé Brut           £40.00
Plenty of red grape character here, showing concentrated autumn forest, dried cherry & spice aromas & flavours matched 
to a vibrant, and balanced framework

Blason Rosé Brut, Perrier Jouët            £65.00
Fine bubbles with aromas of summer fruits and rose petals on the nose with crunchy red fruit and citrus on the palate. 
Delicate balance, great length and a dry finish.

Brut Rosé Moët et Chandon            £70.00
Rose petal pink with shades of copper, the nose is aromatic and lively with a youthful expression of wild strawberries.

Belle Epoque Rosé, Perrier Jouët                       £150.00
Elegant aromas of wild strawberries and redcurrants with hints of honey and baked bread. The palate is finely balanced and 
well sustained with a great complexity, power and length.

Krug Rosé                         £220.00
Its pale, tawny-pink colour and miniscule bubbles lead to a bouquet of wild strawberries and concentrated flowers. The colour 
is surprising a pale delicate salmon gold touched with coral and provides the first hint of the unique taste to come.

Dom Perignon Rosé                        £225.00
Dom Perignon Rose is arguably one of the greatest of all Champagnes. It has the ability to age for decades effortlessly and 
always surprises in its evolution. Showing complex spice and gamey notes with an underlying core of bright red fruits wrapped 
in an extended creamy mousse this is truly something special. Surprisingly open at present and will easily go the distance, 
yet will give much more pleasure currently whilst you lay the 1996 down in the cellar.

Rioja Blanco, Viña Cerrada            £20.95
Pale yellow with green hues, clean and bright. Intense, floral and clean aromas with tropical fruit notes of pineapple, 
coconut and grapefruit. Fresh and fruity on the palate with an oily mouth-feel and medium length

Chenin Blanc, Man Vintners            £21.50
Tropical fruit, guava and melon aromas, crisp and bold sweet citrus backed by refreshing acidity and minerality.

Chateau Nicot, Bordeaux           £22.95
Sparkling golden green in colour. Powerful, elegant nose reminiscent of vanilla, fresh butter, lemon, toasted almonds and 
linden blossom. On the palate, appealing fruitiness and oakiness finishing with impressions of exotic fruit and wild mint

Picpoul de Pinet, Domaine Roquemolière          £23.95
The wine is crisp, light and aromatic, with remarkable freshness on the palate.

Chablis, Tricon            £25.00
Made from old vines, the wine is beautifully balanced and elegant, with an exceptionally long finish.

Mad Fish Riesling             £25.25
The wine is pale straw in colour with green hues. The nose is wonderfully aromatic showing limes, passion fruit and
floral characters while the palate is clean and refreshing with citrus and bath salts to back up the riper fruit flavours.
The finish is clean and quite mineral-like with a lovely zing of acid down the palate.

Mad Fish Semillion-Sauvignon           £25.25
This classic West Australian blend encompasses the best of these two varietals from Western Australia.
Its clean pure fruit flavours and vibrant, fresh structure is particularly delicious when young.

Hawkes Bay Sauvignon Blanc, Trinity Hill          £28.95
Flavours and aromas of passion fruit and nectarine gently complement the delicate aroma of gooseberries.
Fresh acidity is balanced by a tiny amount of retained sweetness.

Hand Picked Riesling, Skillogalee           £29.95
Crisp and fresh on the palate with lemony fruits accompanied by orange blossom and melon, great depth
and weight of flavour with a long, dry length, lifted with refreshing limey acidity.

Chardonnay, Stellenbosch, Thelema           £30.75
Medium to full bodied with a creamy texture. Packed with luscious tropical fruit notes, a delicious mineral streak
and nutty oak. Finishes soft and succulent.

Gavi di Gavi, LaMinaia, Nicola Bergaglio          £31.75
Crisp and dry, with hints of ripe pears and a complex array of red and green apple notes; the finish is
mouth wateringly refreshing and lengthy.

Vermentino, Cala Silente, Santadi 108          £31.75
This exotic, lemony-scented Vermentino exhibits fresh, ripe fruit as well as a medium-bodied roundness on
the palate. Delicate, soft and fruity harmonic length.

Vernaccia di San Gimignano, Panizzi           £32.00
Complex, rich delicate bouquet, reminiscent of broom and lime followed by flavours of green apples, pears
and pineapple.

Albariño Valmiñor, Rias Baixas           £33.75
A fresh bouquet of peach and apricot lead to a rich and full palate with a hint of lemony acidity.
Clean and well balanced with a dry, concentrated finish.

Sancerre, Domaine Franck Millet           £34.75
The wine has an intensely aromatic nose of leaves, herbs and minerals. It has fresh acidity and is dry and
fruity with a flinty quality.

Chablis 1er Cru, Les Vaillons, Domaine Bernard Defaix        £45.00
A premier cru with mineral, apple and lemon flavours and a waxy texture.

Chablis Grand Cru Bougros, Domaine de Vauroux        £55.00
Intense and elegant on the nose the palate is immensely concentrated and complex with layers of green apple 
and restrained minerality. The finish is amazingly long.

Corton Chalemargne Martray           £100.00
Classic hints of flinty and chalky soil with nuances tones of nuts, cinnamon, honey and butter to the rich,
sometimes unctuous but rarely heavy, ripe orchard fruits that the grapes are capable of providing. White Burgundy
can improve in the bottle for decades and is arguably the most age-worthy dry white wine in the world.

Batard Montrachet             £190.00
The Bâtard will seduce you with its powerful and complex bouquet. Heady aromas of fruit and fresh almond are
released on swirling this wine in the glass.

Podere Montepulciano D'Abruzzo, Umani Ronchi          £19.95
Medium bodied and dry, with a finely textured structure and ripe, plummy fruit

Rioja Tempranillo, Viña Cerrada            £19.95
Rounded and soft in themouth, with a well balanced, medium bodied palate amply stacked with crunchy red
berry and hedgerow fruit.

Pinotage, Man Vintners             £21.50
Bold and juicy with red berry fruit flavours and a touch of sweet oak spice.

Cabernet Sauvignon, Le Vigne            £21.95
Displays a lovely clean and leafy blackcurranty nose. The palate is medium bodied, soft and juicy with those
blackcurrants again and has a crunchy, clean finish.

Natio Chianti Organic, Cecchi            £22.50
Natio is characterised by a lively, ruby red colour and a fruity, vinous nose. It is a soft, well-structured and 
balanced wine with aromatic hints of cherry, blueberry and plum. 

Amalaya Malbec blend, Colomé            £23.50
An easy drinking Argentinean classic gives cherries and raspberries on the nose, balancing spicy intensity with
mild, round tannins.

Beaujolais Villages Château des Alouettes, Jean Tête          £24.75
Typically gentle purple colour of the Gamay grape. Soft and juicy ripe damson type fruits with a crisp acidity. A style for
early consumption that mixes elegance and softness with bold ripe flavours.

Mad Fish Cabernet Merlot             £25.25
Deliciously well-balanced wine, with the dark fruits of the Cabernet blending seamlessly with the more chocolatey
characters of the Merlot.

Varietal Cabernet Sauvignon, Tokara            £27.95
Firm yet rounded tannins and a lovely mouth feel with a wonderfully satisfying melange of fruit and subtle oak flavours.

Glen Carlou Pinot Noir              £28.50
Great clarity with youthful cranberry red tones. A spicy aroma with hints of pomegranate and raspberry. Polished,round 
and velvety, with a glowing core of blackberry, currant and dark plum fruit.

Fleurie, Louis Tête              £30.75
Juicy, ripe sweetness, cherry and chocolate flavours and a raspberry finish, with a touch of spiciness.

Château Haut Pezat, Grand Cru, St. Emilion           £38.95
Hints of ripe plums and damsons on the nose and palate. Rich and velvety, with soft tannins and a long elegant finish.

Château Musar Rouge, Serge Hochar, ChâteauMusar          £49.95
The nose is a complex intriguing mixture of figs, prunes, leather, dark tea, tobacco, black olives with spices and a
certain earthiness. On the palate, you will find ripe black cherries, figs, damsons-even chocolate and olives.

Chateau Rauzan Cassies, France            £75.00
This has a red-tawny ochre colour. Another gorgeous nose, with a touch of power. Classic style, with gravelly notes.
A full, firm rounded texture on the palate. Nicely structured, big and sweet fruit, with a peppery edge. Pauillac style, 
with some fudge and tobacco notes.
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Arpeggio Bianco, Settesoli       £3.00     £4.20        £11.25        £16.50
Lightly aromatic and floral in character with delicate flavours of 
white blossom and peaches, balanced with refreshing acidity.

Sauvignon Blanc, La Paz        £3.20     £4.45        £12.25        £17.50
Pale straw yellow in colour. Aromas of lime and grapefruit core, 
surrounded by passion fruit notes. Crisp and juicy in the palate, with 
lime, pear and herbal flavours in delicate balance, with a soft finish.

Pinot Grigio, Colle Sori        £3.35     £4.65        £12.50        £18.50
Classic Pinot Grigio which is medium-bodied with light, floral & grape 
flavours. Beautifully balanced citric acidity with soft fruit flavours.

Muscadet de Sevre et Maine sur lie V V, Chateau du Poyet    £3.50     £4.80        £12.80        £18.75
Well balanced with surprisingly good weight and concentration
followed by a clean, crisp finish.

Reserve Chardonnay, Tooma River, Warburn Estate    £3.50     £4.80        £12.80        £18.95
Packed with grapefruit, lime and melon flavours, all bound up
with a zesty, crisp citrus balance which cuts through to the finish.

Arpeggio Rosso, Settesoli        £3.00     £4.20        £11.25        £16.50
Arpeggio is ideal on its own as it is soft with bags of fruit, but also has 
enough body to team with pasta and red meat dishes

Merlot, La Paz         £3.20     £4.45       £12.25         £17.50
Red cherry and plum aromas. Filled with currant, ripe plum, cherry, 
vanilla and blackberry flavours, complemented by sweet ripe tannins

Reserve Shiraz, Tooma River, Warburn Estate      £3.50     £4.80       £12.80         £18.95
A rich nose redolent with red and black berry aromas and a smooth,
textured palate dripping with juicy dark fruits, hints of chocolate and
lively spices.

Chateau La Croix de Queynac, Bordeaux     £3.60     £4.85       £13.00         £19.50
This wine displays plenty of ripe mulberry fruit on the nose and palate
with soft tannins and a generous finish.

The bouquet of this lively wine offers an array of spicy berry fruits with a touch of watermelon and fairy floss, 
adding confectionary tones. The palate is medium bodied with splashes of zesty cranberry and raspberry fruits 
combined with hints of ruby grapefruit and lemon sorbet. These lively berry fruits and crisp acidity lead to a refreshing, 
and lip-smacking dry finish

Château de Capitoul Rosé, La Clape                     £26.50
Shows delicious raspberries, rose petals and wild strawberries with medium weight in the mouth and a long finish.

Sancerre Rosé, Domaine des Vieux Pruniers                   £32.95
Dry and light with a mouth watering layer of red fruits covering it's vivacious, mineral acidity that lends elegance 
and poise to the long, crisp finish.
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
